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Universal Accreditation Board Announces Jan-Mar 2007 Quarterly Results

In February, 49 applications were approved, the second-highest monthly total since the Examination’s launch. In March, 37 candidates sat for Readiness Review, setting a new monthly record. The overall average pass rate since the inception of the Examination inched up one percentage point to 70%. The attached bar graphs depict overall trends since the program’s inception, as well as the considerable fluctuation in month-to-month results.

The Universal Accreditation Board was established in 1998 by a coalition of public relations professional organizations that today includes the Agricultural Relations Council, Asociación de Relacionistas Profesionales de Puerto Rico, Florida Public Relations Association, Maine Public Relations Council, National School Public Relations Association, Public Relations Society of America, Religion Communicators Council, Southern Public Relations Federation and Texas Public Relations Association. Each organization contributes financial resources and senior-level volunteer members who represent a broad cross-section of the public relations profession.
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
