In September, 27 computer-based Examinations were administered, the second-highest monthly total on record. The overall average pass rate since the inception of the Examination remains steady at 70%. The attached bar graphs depict overall trends since the program’s inception, as well as the considerable fluctuation in month-to-month results.

“Thanks to the outstanding recruitment and coaching efforts of Accreditation chairs and the commitment of candidates in the pipeline, we have maintained steady quarter-over-quarter improvements – in many cases, double-digit percentage increases – in most of our metrics for each of the past four quarters,” said 2007 UAB Chair Marisa Vallbona, APR. “The Accreditation program also reached a significant milestone in August, when the 500th public-relations professional earned the APR designation by passing the computer-based Examination.”
